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Headway Worcestershire Get Lost! 2015 Terms & Conditions
Registration - Every participant must fill in their own registration form.
Refunds - The entry fee for the Headway Worcestershire’s Get Lost! is non-transferable and non-refundable. Due to unexpected health and safety reasons or reasons beyond our control on the day, the start of the Headway Worcestershire Get Lost! may have to be relocated to another site nearby.
The event start - The organisers retain the right to make a change to the advertised start time and to stagger the start with two minute intervals between groups that they will decide.  

Publicity - By participating, participants agree to take part in post event publicity which may include interviews, social media activity, photography and/or filming for Headway Worcestershire internal communications, local and/or national media.

Contact details – In the build up to the event participants are personally responsible for updating the organisers with any new address and telephone details. All participants must provide emergency contact details. In the case of an emergency, Headway Worcestershire may use the Emergency Contact details provided by you to contact your home or office.

Health and Fitness -The event has been designed as a low risk event for the averagely-fit person. All participants should satisfy themselves that they are in good health and physically able to participate in the Headway Worcestershire Reverse Jailbreak.  If in doubt, participants should consult a GP or hospital doctor prior to the event.   In the entry process we ask if the participant has any health issues that we should know about. This information will only be used to assist in safeguarding the welfare of participants.
Dropping out - Any participant who drops after crossing the starting line must report to an official to prevent any unnecessary search being started.   
Liability - Headway Worcestershire Get Lost! is operated by Headway Worcestershire.  It is important to understand that the Headway Worcestershire insurance coverage provides cover for Headway Worcestershire’s Legal Liability for the work carried out by, and activity arranged by Headway Worcestershire. It is not designed to be a Personal Accident/Possessions cover. Personal accident and public liability insurance cover is advised to cover any loss, damage or injury you may sustain yourself or to your personal property or cause to a third party or their property. Your signature on the entry form or your clicking on the box in the on line entry conforms your acceptance of these conditions of entry.  If during the event you are involved in an incident with a third party please ensure that you pass on all your details - it is not the responsibility of the event organisers.
Risks - Headway Worcestershire has a comprehensive risk assessment process for each event, which aims to minimise or eliminate the risk to everyone taking part. Any risks specific to each individual will be collected as part of the registration process.  By taking part in this event, you acknowledge that there may be conditions or circumstances beyond our control that can lead to unforeseen risks.

Age – The minimum age of participants is 18 years old on the day of the start of Get Lost!.  
Clothing and Footwear – Participants are reminded that whilst this is a summer activity it is participants own responsibility to wear footwear and clothing appropriate for inclement  weather as for much of the event participants may be outside.
Sponsorship - The Headway Worcestershire Get Lost! event is an exclusive Headway Worcestershire fundraising event. Sponsorship money raised may not be given to or shared with any other organisation. Participants are advised that they have a legal responsibility to ensure that all sponsorship money and donations received for the Headway Worcestershire Get Lost! event are paid to Headway Worcestershire within a reasonable time.

Smoking and alcohol - Headway Worcestershire asks that participants and supporters smoke and use e-cigarettes being considerate to the image of Headway Worcestershire. For health and safety reasons, participants are reminded to drink alcohol responsibly and Headway Worcestershire would advise participants not to consume alcohol immediately prior to or during the Get Lost! event.

Photography - Participants are welcome to take pictures during the event and if they wish, upload them to social media with the #GetLost2015.Please ensure that where the pictures captures images of children that these are not posted on public sites.

Data Protection - Please be aware that by registering you authorise Headway Worcestershire to process your personal and sensitive data in accordance with the Data Protection Act 1998 for the purposes of this event.  Headway Worcestershire will endeavour not to use any photographs, images or likenesses of children aged 16 or under.  By ticking the terms and conditions box on our registration form you agree to Headway Worcestershire using your personal and sensitive data for the purposes outlined above.
